Mighten Yip, 14 years old and
already possessing a fine reputation as a performer, takes
center stage as soloist in Mozart’s K. 271 Concerto, which
includes daring structural deviations in its three movements.
Like Brahms, Elgar waited a long time before presenting the
public with a symphony, which we perform for you here.
Boosted by the success of his Enigma Variations, Elgar’s noble
First Symphony premiered in 1908 and was described as “the
greatest Symphony of modern times…and not only from
England.”

Violin Concerto, his sublime creation from the height of the
Classical era.

CSO’s anniversary offering
is his brief work for strings, Crysantemi, an overlooked gem
that tugs at the heartstrings as much as Tosca. Brahms waited
until he was well into his forties before giving the world his
First Symphony. CSO now performs this masterpiece, a work
that has become a cornerstone of orchestral repertory since
its premier in 1876. Amy Schwartz Moretti, former
concertmaster of the Oregon Symphony, returns to our stage
to perform the passionate and lyrical Violin Concerto by
Sibelius – an event not to be missed following her stunning
CSO performance of Mozart’s A major Concerto in 2006.

Distinctive accents from Britain, Spain, and Austria abound
in this concert. In memoriam of Vaughan Williams’ death
fifty years ago, CSO presents his charming miniature
Rhosymedre, an organ prelude based on a Welsh hymn tune,
orchestrated during World War II. David Franzen, professor
of guitar at PSU, performs Rodrigo’s ardent Concierto de
Aranjuez – folksongs and rural dances make it one of Spain’s
most cherished symphonic creations. Though written when
he was only twenty-nine, Schubert’s “Great C major” is his
final Symphony! This joyous and sprightly work is full of
Austrian freshness, foreshadowing the symphonic sound
worlds of both Bruckner and Mahler.
